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The level of need in Yemen is staggering. Nearly 80 per cent of the
population requires humanitarian assistance and protection. Close to half
of all families are in acute need. As many as 4.3 million civilians have
been displaced, including 375,000 during 2019. Conditions are worst in
conflict-affected areas, including in the sub-districts where humanitarian
access remains restricted. 
 
Two-thirds of the population, more than 20 million people, are hungry,
and 36 percent of the population is malnourished. Economic decline,
restrictions on imports, shortages of foreign exchange and liquidity, and
fluctuations in the value of the currency continue to put millions of
people at risk of famine.
 
Despite operational challenges, the humanitarian operation in Yemen is
the largest in the world, and one of the most impactful. Partners  are
reaching an average of 13.7 million people each month. Catastrophic
levels of food insecurity have been rolled back in at least 29 of the 45
districts with IPC 5 conditions. Although substantial gaps remain, UN
agencies have re-opened many programmes that had been suspended,
including support for health facilities.  UNFPA is supporting 268 health
facilities with reproductive health medicines and emergency obstetric
care services, as a result, many rural hospitals are able to undertake
Cesarean sections, reducing the risk to women's health and their babies
during pregnancy and delivery. 
 
With rigorous resource mobilization efforts, UNFPA has been able to
open up reproductive health and protection services that were
suspended due to the lack of funding, since August 2019, and continue
operations of  existing services till the end of the year.  To keep reaching
the most vulnerable women and girls, UNFPA appealed for US$110.5
million for its response in 2019. To date, only 70 per cent of funding has
been received.

“My husband and I began to fight since the first day of
our marriage. I repeatedly tried to leave and end the
marriage but failed because my family was too poor.
They always forced me to return and endure the
difficulties as my husband was rich. One day the
fighting between us became very intense that my
husband took his gun and shot me. I lost
consciousness and was immediately hospitalized. In
hospital, the police came for investigations and
contacted UNFPA’s partner, Yemeni Women Union,
asking them to support me. 
 
UNFPA covered all my medical expenses, provided a
series of psycho-social sessions, and supported me
with a good lawyer. Finally I managed to get a divorce
from my abusive husband. I was also linked to the
nearest safe space. At the safe space, I was able to
receive vocational training. With this training, I have
now started my own beauty parlour. This experience
has taught me an  important lesson in life, that I have
rights and these rights need to be respected. Most
importantly, have learnt to say no to anything that
could harm me.” ---  Amal , Al Mahaweet

With funding from the governments of Sweden,
Netherlands and Switzerland, UNFPA has been able
to provide women like Amal with protection services,
access to safe spaces and income generating
activities across nine governorates. Since 2017, this
joint support has enabled UNFPA to establish nine
women spaces, build two new women shelters,
continue services of four existing shelters and help
over 500 women to start their own businesses.

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RAPID RESPONSE MECHANISM (RRM)  
UNFPA is leading the efforts of three agencies i.e. UNFPA, UNICEF and WFP to distribute immediate, most
critical life-saving emergency supplies to families who are newly displaced, on the move, in hard-to-reach
areas or stranded close to the front lines, as well as most vulnerable returnees. The RRM minimum
assistance package is comprised of these components: (1) ready to eat food provided by WFP; (2) family
basic hygiene kits provided by UNICEF; and (3) one female dignity/transit kit provided by UNFPA. More
than 9,182 RRM kits were distributed in October 2019. Other highlights for the period June 2018 to
October 2019 include:

Since June 2018, RRM kits were delivered
to 330,377 families (over 2,312,639
individuals). 
 
188,349 RRM kits distributed through the Al
Hudaydah humanitarian hub from June
2018 to October 2019. 
 
53,491 RRM kits distributed through the
Aden humanitarian hub from June 2018 to
October 2019. 
 
52,937 RRM kits distributed through Sana'a
humanitarian hub from June 2018 to
October 2019.
 
18,260 RRM kits distributed through the Ibb
humanitarian hub from June 2018 to
October 2019.
 
17,340 RRM kits distributed through the
